Course Description:

This course is designed to introduce students to the various tenets of the professional school counseling field. Specifically students will learn about ways to develop and implement developmental, comprehensive school counseling programs in schools at all grade levels. Students will learn about the primary domains from which all professional school counselors operate in order to meet the academic achievement of all students. A historical context will be reviewed as well as various reform efforts that have shaped the school counseling field will be discussed.

This course is a 3-semester hour graduate credit class and is a requirement for all school counseling majors. 
Course Objectives/Student Learning Outcomes:

1.  Research the historical context of the school counseling field and ways in which key historical events shaped the progression of the field. 

2.  Discuss about the various educational reforms that have shaped the field. 

3.  Evaluate developmental, comprehensive school counseling programs.   

4.  Discuss ways in which to meet students’ needs based on the academic, career, and personal/social domains. 

5.  Articulate the ASCA National Model and its various tenets in order to effectively implement a developmental, comprehensive school counseling program. 

6.  Describe the role of professional school counselors based on the NC School Counselor Job Description and based on individual interpretation.

7.  Debate about various multicultural considerations when working with students and their families, colleagues, and community stakeholders. 

8. Evaluate how to integrate data in order to explain the impact of one’s developmental, comprehensive school counseling program.  

9.  Research professional associations/resources and legal/ethical standards for the field. 

10. Expand knowledge and skills through various experiential activities required for the course.

11. Integrate various technological tools and resources throughout the process of learning about professional school counseling.

All Typed Assignments; 

Should be turned using Times New Roman, 12font. It is okay to single-space outlines with double-spacing between each section. Use standard margins. Remember to include your name and appropriate title information on all assignments. 
Required Readings– A large portion of the class and your success in this class will be dependent on the readings and class discussions. There is a good amount of reading to complete in a short amount of time. It will be essential for students to read all assigned materials.  QUIZZES may be given at any time to ensure that students have read and understand the material.

Ethical Standards

Students will obtain a copy of the ethical standards as part of preparation during class discussions by the 2nd class meeting. 

Professional Associations and Resources

Students are strongly encouraged to become members of their state and national professional school counselor associations. 

Presentations: 
Should prepare to conduct all presentation within a 30 minutes timeframe unless otherwise noted by the instructor. 

Attendance at Conference: 

Attend NCSCA Conference: Because professional development is such a key part of school counselors’ continuing education, all students are strongly expected to attend the North Carolina School Counselor Association Conference. Conference Registration will be posted on ncschoolcounselor.org 

There will be opportunities for students to volunteer if they like. There is also a discounted rate for students’ conference registration. Keep checking the website for registration.

Hotel information is already online. Make arrangements early to ensure that you are able to attend. Other hotels nearby: Drury Inn, & Doubletree. Check with your instructor for additional details. 

Alternate Assignment in Lieu of Conference Attendance: 

Students will be expected to write a 20-page minimum literature review that chronicles the of professional school counseling field from 1920s to present day. Students should conduct an exhaustive literature review that includes references. Papers should follow the APA format. All reviews should be sure to include the 3 domains, the 6 key roles, and present day systemic change, advocacy, leadership and systemic change tenets. Additional details may follow. Be sure to check with instructor prior to starting this assignment.  

OR

Students will be expected to develop 12 Training sessions about 12 different topic areas that may be used to train Professional School Counselors, Students, Parents, Teachers, Administrators and/or Community members. Detailed research (minimum of 5 articles for each topic area) should be conducted on the topic areas to ensure that the most up-to-date information is being incorporated. Sessions should address the 3 domains. A brief abstract should be included as the cover page for each training session along with a brief paragraph (minimum 5 line paragraph) about the topic area and the need for this type of training should be included. The age and/or target population for which each training session is appropriate for should be provided in your abstract as well as the anticipated length for each training session should be provided. Attached to the abstract, should be a detailed outline of your training session.  A list of resources and materials needed for each training should be provided. A reference list should be included for each training session. Only limited to two online references for each training session. Also include an evaluation form that you will use to evaluate your training. 

All training sessions should include the following tenets to some degree. However, at least 2 sessions should include all of the following: the 3 domains, focus on all 6 key roles of the present day systemic change, advocacy, leadership, AND systemic change tenets.

Homeless To Harvard Viewing 

Students are required to view the movie Homeless to Harvard from the perspective of a school counselor in training. The viewing should occur prior to the date of the in class assignment. Students are expected to take notes on how they would respond to the identified character’s role if they were working with the student in the school setting. Students will be asked to consider the 3 domains, the 6 key school counselor roles, intervention and prevention methods, Additional details may be provided. The practical piece of this assignment will be completed in class. 

Role Statement of the Professional School Counselor (Foliotek) 

Students will be asked to articulate their role as Professional School Counselors. They will be asked to consider the following as they articulate their role: The 3 domains; Developmental Comprehensive School Counseling Programs; Based on appropriate grade level; Multicultural considerations. Other considerations may be included as students articulate this role. Students should be prepared to turn your role statements in to the instructor. 
School Counselor Visit/Interview (Foliotek) 

Each student will conduct two interviews with school counselors at the elementary, middle, or secondary levels.  Students should prepare interview questions ahead of time. Students are to interview school counselors in order to gain an understanding about their role as a professional school counselor and to identify how schools/student/staff needs are similar and different. 

Examples of questions that students may inquire about are as follows: how the school counselor describes his/her professional role in working students; how they developed (if a new program) or maintain their comprehensive school counseling programs (CSCP); how they identify their goals for the CSCP each school year; what a typical day looks like for the school counselor; what are common issues that they see in their schools and communities; how they evaluate their effectiveness throughout the year; how they determine which students will be in their groups or which students they will see for individual; IF they actually see students for group and individual sessions; how they work collaboratively with their administration, school social workers, school psychologist,  teachers, parents, etc. to meet the needs of the students; how often they have to refer students/parents/families to community resources; how often they have to contact DSS and their comfort level with doing this and whether contacting DSS causes any concerns for them regarding the students that they are contacting DSS about; how they integrate cultural considerations into their daily work in their schools; what theoretical frameworks do they use in the schools; etc. These are suggestions, students may add additional questions. 

Students are to complete a reflection on the identity of a school counselor and the school counselor’s role. It is preferable for students to visit school counselors at their schools. However, if the school counselor does not have time, you may contact him via phone. 
Developmental, Comprehensive School Counseling Program Assignment  & Presentation - FINAL EXAM (FolioTek)
Your program information should be written in outlined form (portfolio format) and not in research paper form. Be sure to clearly label each section in order to allow for an easy read. The instructor will not look for information. It should be clearly identified. Your outline should be organized in a way that allows for an easy read and understanding about the way in which you plan to develop your comprehensive school counseling program. 
Students will be divided into groups based on: Elementary, Middle, High School, and Alternative

Prior to developing your comprehensive school counseling programs, student groups should initially address the following: Remember to label your sections. 

1. School Name: Identify a school name for your school.
2. Grade Level: Share whether your school is an elementary, middle, high, or alternative school and the grade levels that your school includes.

3. Demographic Information: Include information about your school: demographics (race/ethnicity, sex, local/community culture), parental involvement; student climate, staff climate, and if school includes a focus on a particular population of individuals. Share whether there are any cultural considerations to be mindful of when working with your student population(s). 
4. Counseling Department: Share whether you are the only school counselor or if you have an actual school counseling department.

All programs should be inclusive of the following: Remember to label your sections. 

A. Prevention and Intervention efforts.  Share specific topic areas you plan to focus on to address these efforts AND the reasons for choosing these topic areas.  

B. The 3 domains 

C. Specific ways you plan to carry out the following responsibilities: 
a) Counseling (individual and groups) 

b) Consulting 

c) Coordinating 

d) Program Planning 

e) Professional Development 

f) Appraisal 

D. Your Needs Assessment and how you plan to use that needs assessment to assist you with the development of your program for the upcoming school year. May include questions plan to ask or areas want to know about. Does not have to be a formal assessment. If you have found a copy of an assessment that you like, you may include it or reference it.  Other ways plan to use data in your work. 
E. Include ways to address systemic change and advocacy efforts.

F. Include any additional information that you would like to share about your comprehensive school counseling program. 
G. Have Fun with this project! 
Your program information should be written in outlined form and not in research paper form. Be sure to clearly label each section in your Portfolio. Presentations will be given as part of final.
