Course Prefix and Title:  CON 5303: Introduction to School Counseling

Course Descriptions  This course is designed to introduce students to the various tenets of the professional school counseling field. Specifically students will learn about ways to develop and implement developmental, comprehensive school counseling programs in schools at all grade levels. Students will learn about the primary domains from which all professional school counselors operate in order to meet the academic achievement of all students. A historical context will be reviewed as well as various reform efforts that have shaped the school counseling field will be discussed.

This course is a 3-semester hour graduate credit class and is a requirement for all school counseling majors.

Course Objectives:

Students enrolled in CON 5303 will understand: 


1. The history and philosophy of the school counseling profession,  the professional roles, functions, and relationships of school counselors with other human service providers, and professional credentialing. 
2. The ethical standards of the ACA and ASCA and related entities, and applications of ethical and legal considerations in professional counseling; current issues, policies, laws, and legislation relevant to school counseling; 
3. The role of racial, ethnic, and cultural heritage, nationality, socioeconomic status, family structure, age, gender, sexual orientation, religious and spiritual beliefs, occupation, physical and mental status, and equity issues in school counseling; 

4. Knowledge and application of current and emerging technology in education and school counseling to assist students, families, and educators in using resources that promote informed academic, career, and personal/social choices; 
5. Methods of planning, developing, implementing, monitoring, and evaluating comprehensive developmental counseling programs; knowledge of prevention and crisis intervention strategies;  

6. Assessment and evaluation to improve student outcomes;

7. Individual and small-group counseling approaches that promote school success, through academic, career, and personal/social development for all students; 

8. Issues that may affect the academic, career, and personal/social development and academic functioning of students (e.g., abuse, violence, eating disorders, attention deficit hyperactivity disorder, childhood depression and suicide); and 

9. Theories, models, and processes of consultation and change with teachers, administrators, other school personnel, parents, community groups, agencies, and students as appropriate. 

Note: This course is designed to meet the requirements of the Council for Accreditation of Counseling and Related Educational Programs (CACREP, 2016) and the North Carolina State Department of Public Instruction (NCDPI).  The CACREP and NCDPI require that students training to be school counselors receive course work that provides an understanding of the various aspects of professional school counseling that are specified below for CACREP and in the course objectives for NCDPI. The objectives listed above represent 88 Standards of the Council for Accreditation of Counseling and Related Educational Programs (CACREP, 2016). Those Standards are as follows:  Professional Counseling Identity Standards 2.F.1.a-g and i-m; 2.F.2.f and h; 2.F.3.a, b, and f-h; 2.F.4.i; 2.F.5.b, f, h, j, and, l. Teaching Strategies:  Large group lecture presentations and demonstrations, large group Socratic class discussions, small group brainstorming sessions, panel presentations, small group projects, objective factual examinations of content knowledge, subjective examinations of applications of assigned materials, acquisition of poster session skills, student group presentations to assembled audiences of peers and faculty members, electronic communications, symbolic modeling via electronic media, and live modeling demonstrations.
Specific Student Learning Outcomes and Assessments:

The content and experiences of this course are sequenced such that students will be able to:

· Identify, organize, and administer a comprehensive developmental counseling program in elementary, middle, and secondary schools based upon the ASCA National Model.

· Practice with a philosophy of school counseling that is comprehensive, developmentally appropriate to K-12 students, proactive, and responsive to all educational stakeholders.

· Identify and evaluate the academic, career, and personal/social development of all K-12 students, including those with special needs.

· Articulate, model, and advocate for a contemporary school counselor identity and program.

· Apply legal and ethical standards related to school counseling and educational policy.

· Counsel with cultural competence all individuals and groups and advocate for an equitable school climate that removes barriers to effective learning.

· Generate a data-driven school counseling program focused upon accountability.

· Promote safe schools through leadership in school emergency plans, in suicide assessment and intervention, in mental health intervention & referral, and in proactive programming around contemporary issues facing children and adolescents.

Course Requirements:
Attendance: I wish to create an environment in which the instructor and the students are engaged on a path of discovery, working together to read, process, understand, integrate, and apply the information being disseminated. Reading assignments, processing the information through your own psycho-social lenses, and making preparations before class is the only way that class discussions can be a meaningful experience for the students and the instructor.

Goal: Individuals preparing to be school counselors and leaders in the profession will discover their professional voices and learn to use them constructively.

Objectives:

1. Students will be motivated to read each assignment thoroughly and demonstrate having done so via making at least one substantive contribution to each of the class meeting times devoted to discussion of topics related to the readings.
2. Students will demonstrate skill in making substantive contributions to class meetings by asking thought provoking questions, making substantive observations verbally, summarizing or paraphrasing important contributions of classmates verbally, offering verbal insights related to the topics, suggesting possible solutions for challenging problems, accepting diverse points of view stated by others while presenting their own views intelligently, and being appropriately assertive when assertiveness seems necessary.
3. To mirror the professional environment, students will attend weekly classes and be on time.

Assessment strategy: Instructor observations.

Objectives:

1. Students will demonstrate that they have acquired at  least minimum knowledge about basics of the school counseling profession from the perspective of a working school counselor.

2. Students will demonstrate that they have acquired at least minimum knowledge about the ASCA National Model and the use of data in the development of and implementation of a CSCP, including level-specific issues, preparation standards, relevant credentials, and designing and implementing, and managing a school counseling program.

Assessment strategy: Written paper
Date of assessment: October 15, 2015
Grading system for examination: The grading system presented above will be used Students will be asked to articulate their role as Professional School Counselors. They will be asked to consider the following as they articulate their role: The 3 domains of practice; developmental,comprehensive School Counseling Programs; based on appropriate grade level; multicultural considerations. Other considerations may be included as students articulate this role. Students should be prepared to turn your role statements in to the instructor, along with their School Counselor Visit/Interview, but should be placed in two separate folders in Foliotek.

School Counselor Visit/Interview (Foliotek) 

Each student will conduct two interviews with school counselors at the elementary, middle, or secondary levels.  Students should prepare interview questions ahead of time. Students are to interview school counselors in order to gain an understanding about their role as a professional school counselor and to identify how schools/student/staff needs are similar and different. 

Examples of questions that students may inquire about are as follows: how the school counselor describes his/her professional role in working students; how they developed (if a new program) or maintain their comprehensive school counseling programs (CSCP); how they identify their goals for the CSCP each school year; what a typical day looks like for the school counselor; what are common issues that they see in their schools and communities; how they evaluate their effectiveness throughout the year; how they determine which students will be in their groups or which students they will see for individual; opportunities to see students for group and individual sessions; how they work collaboratively with their administration, school social workers, school psychologist, school nurses,  teachers, parents, etc. to meet the needs of the students; how often they have to refer students/parents/families to community resources; DSS involvementt; how they integrate cultural considerations into their daily work in their school(s); what theoretical frameworks do they use in the schools; etc..  This is by no means an exhaustive list of question and students are encouraged to ask questions designed to inform their practice at the desired grade level(s). 
Students are to complete a reflection on the identity of a school counselor and the school counselor’s role. It is preferable for students to visit school counselors at their schools. However, if the school counselor does not have time, you may contact him/her via phone.

Students will demonstrate that they have acquired at least minimum knowledge about basics of the school counseling profession, the history of the profession, the balanced approach espoused by Baker and Gerler, evaluation and accountability, and legal and ethical responsibilities in school counseling.
2. Students will demonstrate that they have acquired at least minimum knowledge about the 
ASCA National Model, including knowledge of professional organizations, preparation 
standards, relevant credentials, and designing and implementing, and managing a school counseling program.

Assessment strategy: Combination of multiple choice and essay questions
Date of assessment: October 2, 2015
Duration of assessment: One hour and 30 minutes
Material covered in assessment: Textbook/ materials covered through 10/2/15
Grading system for examination: The grading system presented above will be used

Goal: Students will learn how to prepare for and present poster-session programs and demonstrate mastery of the information shared via the poster-session materials.
Alternative Assignment Goal: Students will demonstrate their ability to conduct a scholarly review of the professional literature.

Objectives:
1. Students will demonstrate that they have mastered the process of preparing posters for a poster session.
2. Students will demonstrate that they know how to share the poster-session information clearly and intelligently and engage their audience successfully. 
Alternative Assignment Objectives:

1. Students will demonstrate graduate studies library-based scholarly literature review competence.

2. Students will demonstrate cognitive mastery of the content of their scholarly literature reviews.

Option 1: Poster-Session Guidelines: Part I
Prepare a poster for a mini-conference that we will host in our classroom on October 8th.
Choose a topic that will

1. Fit within your interests that are related to topics that school counselors would share with colleagues and other educators

2. Be useful to you as a school counselor

3. Be evidence-based and have related best practices

4. Consider cultural and developmental perspectives

                  Guidelines

1. Prepare handouts for those who attend your poster session (i.e., all classmates)
2. There are many useful guides for preparing posters to be found by entering “guidelines for 

preparing posters” or something similar into the Google search function on your computer

3. Receive approval of your poster topic from Dr. Barrow by September 10th.                   
Assessment strategy: Dr. Barrow will provide an evaluation form based on the objectives presented above that is to be completed by all who are able to attend the mini-conference and experience your presentations. The grading system presented above will be incorporated into the form.
Poster Session Guidelines: Part II

Present your poster at the NCSCA Conference (Nov. 11-13, 2015)
Submit a poster presentation proposal to NCSCA by the deadline (late September). Attend the NCSCA conference for a full day and present your poster at the designated poster session time and place. Historically NCSCA has granted a discounted one-day conference fee to students who present poster sessions and also has provided a free breakfast and a free luncheon for graduate students. When more than one person is presenting the poster, only one may receive the free one-day fee. The poster sessions will be presented on Thursday, November 12th.
Assessment strategy: Dr. Barrow will attend the conference and observe your posters and presentations to visitors at your stations. In addition, provide Dr. Barrow with a copy of your conference handout and a brief summary of what you received from attending the conference that was of value to you. Due on November 19th.






OR
Option 2: Submit a paper on a contemporary issue in school counseling
Submit a 15-page library research literature review paper on the historical evolution of the school counseling profession. Guidelines for the paper are as follows

1. Select a contemporary topic related to school counseling to research and write about. This can be something that students today deal with such as divorce, dating violence, Title 9. (harassment, access to sports), special education, counselor collaboration, substance abuse, eating disorders, etc. etc.Topic due to Dr. Barrow on September 10th
2. Use the APA publication manual (6th ed.) for guidance (e.g., double space everything, provide a title page and an abstract page, headings and subheadings, pagination, a running head, and provide a reference section at the close of the paper)

3. Cite a minimum of 10 peer-reviewed journal articles and professional books

4. Begin with an introduction that explains the goal of your paper
5. Provide an organized logical presentation of the issue you are discussing and as relevant how that issue has evolved over time (e.g., what makes it relevant today? how may have it been handled differently in the past?)
6. Provide a discussion based on critical thinking about what you read that presents insights you’ve had, challenges you’ve discerned, predictions you’ve considered, and potential solutions you’ve discovered

7. Finish with by sharing the most meaningful thoughts about being a professional school counselor this assignment has generated. Due on October 22nd.
Assessment strategy: Dr. Barrow will use the grading system presented above to evaluate and grade the papers. Grading components will be based on how well each of the six guidelines listed above was followed

Development and presentation of a large group guidance unit and of a lesson plan (200 pints)

Goal: Students will learn the basics of prevention programming via the large-group guidance program processes.

Objectives:


1. Students will learn how to translate student needs in a hypothetical school setting into an idea for a large-group guidance program that might be delivered in the school by the prospective school counselor.
2. Students will learn how to produce a comprehensive, evidence-based large-group guidance unit plan for their hypothetical school setting.
3. Students will be able to successfully demonstrate how they would conduct a part of one lesson plan from their hypothetical large-group guidance unit.

Description of large group guidance unit component: Each student will develop a large group guidance unit that would be appropriate for his or her preferred developmental level (i.e., elementary, middle, or secondary school). For the purposes of this assignment limit yourselves to a unit that requires no more than five sessions consisting of 20 to 40 minute time blocks. An electronic or hard copy of the unit is to be submitted to Dr. Barrow by your respective presentation night (i.e., October 29th, November 5th, or November 19th). Consider using the ASCA National Standards as a resource (see ASCA National Model). The purpose of this assignment is to provide students with an opportunity to learn how to apply the basic prevention programming competencies in chapter 8 of the Baker and Gerler text to a hypothetical large group guidance unit. Prepare the assignment according to the following guidelines.
 

                                                     Introduction to the Unit

1. Decide whether the unit is to achieve primary, secondary, or tertiary prevention goals. 

2. Provide a statement of the goals for the program and briefly describe the targeted recipients of the program. Provide information about the evidence-based foundation of the program. Indicate how participants will be recruited for the program.

3. Indicate how many sessions there will be, how long they will be, and what duration of time will pass between the sessions.

4. Provide other details that are considered pertinent (e.g., needs assessment data, bibliography of resources, informed consent forms).

  Lesson Plans

5. Use the following guidelines for the content of each of the lessons in the unit.

a. Specific behavioral objectives for each lesson.

b. Materials needed for each lesson.

c. Instructional delivery systems to be used in each lesson (e.g., presentations, activities, etc.).

d. Methods for evaluating whether objectives for each lesson were met.





     Evaluation Strategy

6. Indicate how assessment of overall goals will be accomplished (i.e., knowledge, 

attitudes, and behaviors to be influenced in the unit).

7. Describe selected evaluation strategies (e.g., results-based, perception, and/or 

time-on-task data).

Grading system for the guidance unit assignment: Dr. Barrow will use the grading system presented above to evaluate and grade the papers. Grading components will be based on how well each of the six guidelines listed above was followed.

Description of lesson plan presentation component: Each student will select a sample lesson from the large group guidance unit to be demonstrated in class on October 29th, November 5th, or November 19th. Classmates will serve as your participants voluntarily. The amount of time available for the demonstration will be based upon the number of students enrolled in this course and determined when the total class enrollment is known. Prepare the lesson plan presentation according to the following guidelines:

1. Provide the audience with a one-page document that briefly describes the unit and the lesson plan (i.e., goals and content) and summarize it orally before beginning the demo.

2. Conduct the lesson in an organized manner that demonstrates a clear relationship between content and goals.

3. Provide the role-playing simulated  with class members with adequate instructions.

4. Demonstrate clearly an understanding of the information being presented.

5. Provide an interesting beginning that engages the participants.

6. Demonstrate competence at getting the participants motivated and involved.

7. Cover all of the contents of the lesson plan within the designated time limits.

8. Provide adequate closure for the participants (e.g., transfer of training assignment) and for the audience (i.e., summary). 

Grading system for the lesson plan presentation: Dr. Barrow will use the grading system presented above to evaluate and grade the papers. Grading components will be based on how well each of the 8 guidelines listed above was followed.

Summary grades for the guidance unit and lesson plan demonstration will be averaged into one overall grade.
Quizzes (throughout term, 50 total points)
In addition to the major assignments discussed above, there may be periodic quizzes.  Unannounced, announced, and timed, these 5-10 item quizzes will be given periodically during class. Be sure to stay current with all class readings, activities, and lessons.
